B-Comparative of equality: as … as. 

1-I am as intelligent as my sister. 

2-You are as faithful as his wife. 

3-It is as cold in Canada as in Sweden 

C-Comparative of inferiority: less … than 

1-It’s less worm at Camperrin than in Port-au-prince. 

2-Spanish is less easy than English. 

3-I am less selfish than my neighbor. 

Nb: In negative sentences: so …as 

1-I am not so rich as my friend Charles.
